Instructions for using the Nautical Twilight program.

This program produces a table of starting and ending time for nautical twilight for a calendar year.  When the program is run it will prompt you for a filename and for the directory path to save it in.  If you simply hit <enter> the default file name will be SRSTEMP, and will be saved into the folder where the program is located.  The output file is in a text format and can be opened in Microsoft Word (all versions).

Latitude and longitude must be in degrees and decimal minutes, with negative (-) numbers used for south latitudes and east longitudes.

The time zone enables the output to be in local time.  The time zone should be given in hours ahead of Greenwich; for example Hobart is 10 hours ahead of Greenwich (+10).  Please make sure that the local time used corresponds with the time zone entered into the program.
When asked for summer time type N, this will produce the table in local standard time.

When the output produces “XXX” instead of time, this indicated that there is nautical twilight all night (because the sun is continuously above -12 degrees) or that it never begins (because the sun is continuously below -12 degrees).
