
 

CONSERVATION MEASURE 82/XIII 
Protection of the Cape Shirreff CEMP Site 

1. The Commission noted that a program of longterm studies is being undertaken at Cape 
Shirreff and the San Telmo Islands, Livingston Island, South Shetland Islands, as part 
of the CCAMLR Ecosystem Monitoring Program (CEMP).  Recognising that these studies 
may be vulnerable to accidental or wilful interference, the Commission expressed its 
concern that this CEMP site, the scientific investigations, and the Antarctic marine 
living resources therein be protected. 

 
2. Therefore, the Commission considers it appropriate to accord protection to the Cape 

Shirreff CEMP site, as defined in the Cape Shirreff management plan. 
 
3. Members shall comply with the provisions of the Cape Shirreff CEMP site management 

plan, which is recorded in Annex B ‘Cape Shirreff’ of Conservation Measure 18/XIII. 
 
4. To allow Members adequate time to implement the relevant permitting procedures 

associated with this measure and the management plan, Conservation 82/XIII shall 
become effective as of 1 May 1995. 

 
5. In accordance with Article X, the Commission shall draw this Conservation Measure to 

the attention of any State that is not a Party to the Convention and whose nationals or 
vessels are present in the Convention Area.
